Be it resolved that based on current USCG accident and fatality statistics, USPS supports a life-saving  
policy requiring the wearing of Personal Flotation Devices (PFDs) while underway, drifting or at anchor  
for everyone on board small, open boats thus potentially increasing a person’s chances of surviving small  
boat accidents due to death by drowning.
