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D31 POLICY STATEMENT ON UNIFORMS

“UNIFORMS ARE NOT REQUIRED. THE CHOICE TO WEAR, OROT TO WEAR, A UNIFORM IS

AN INDIVIDUAL PREFERENCE. BLAZERS ARE RECOMMENDEDAND ENCOURAGED BUT

NOT REQUIRED. LIKEWISE SQUADRON, DISTRICT OR NATIRAL SHIRTS, HATS, JACKETS,
ETC, ARE RECOMMENDED AND ENCOURAGED BUT NOT REQUIRE APPROPRIATE DRESS
AS INDICATED FOR EACH FUNCTION IS SUGGESTED.”

The uniform of the day is established by the Dast@ddr. For the following meetings:

Winter Council meetings: casual dress or shirth wgiuadron insignia
Summer Council Meetings: casual dress or shirts sqtladrons’ insignia

Council Meeting just prior to Fall Conference: calsdress or USPS uniform F or G.

Council Meeting just prior to Spring Conferencesual dress or USPS uniform F or G.

Spring Conference: *day meetings and seminarsuatasess or USPS uniform F or G.
*Luncheon or evening banquet appropriess Uniform A box tie

Fall Conference: (Same as for the spring confeenc

Note: The USPS, including District 31 and its squadrons, does not requir e any
member to buy any uniform.

Casual dress: includes blazer with USPS insignitherpocket only, or
district/squadron shirt.

Uniform F: Men: Black pants and shoes, white umifshirt, long sleeves, black tie
Woman: Black skirt and shagBite uniform shirt, long sleeves, black tie.

Uniform G: Men and Women: Same as for F excepttgieeve shirt and no tie.

Uniform A: Men: Black pants, coat, shoes, whhetswith a bow tie.
Women: Black skirt, coat, sepwhite shirt and regular tie.

It is requested that the district bridge agree teefloe meeting as to the uniform
requirement for the conferences — day and eveneggings. The D/C shall advise the
Chief Commander, or his representative, as to tifenn of the day requirements and
each function at the conference.
